730 EMS Vehicle Operational Readiness (interpreted by some to require refrigeration of
medications). Last, but not least, -940 Drugs and Substance Abuse has been pulled. Expect to
see these again in 12 — 18 months.

The May BOD meeting will not be held here at Monticello Fire, but will be held at the
Charlottesville Fire Department on Ridge Street. Notices will be sent out as a reminder.

There is a twenty-fifth (25 th) seat on the Governor’'s Advisory Board to be filled by a
representative of the Virginia Professional Firefighter's Association.
